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1987, because of the start-up of (or increase in) Title II DAC benefits.  These individuals must be at least 
age 18, must have become disabled before age 22, must be receiving Title II disability benefits on a 
parent's work record, and must meet SSI requirements disregarding the amount of the Title II DAC 
benefit that denied SSI plus subsequent increases.  Like the Pickle Program, the DAC program is a 
federally-mandated Medicaid program; it is not a state option.  It is one of the Medicaid programs that is 
frequently overlooked.” 
 

Special Needs Trusts and Structured Settlements 
 
The August 22, 2003, edition of the Elder Law News contained an article about funding Special Needs 
Trusts (SNTs) with structured settlements.     
 
David Lillesand, a disability law attorney who practices in Miami, Florida, has learned that the Social 
Security Administration is considering additional clarification relating to the use of structured settlements 
to fund SNTs. One of the issues being considered is whether OBRA ‘93 prohibits structured settlement 
payments into an SNT after the beneficiary reaches the age of 65.
