For home care, the average hourly rate for all home health aides, regardless of certification and licensing, 
was $22.43, with Virginia’s average hourly rate being $15.95.  For certified and licensed home health 
aides, the average hourly rate was $30.96, with Virginia’s average hourly rate being $15.47.  For non-
certified but licensed home health aides, the average hourly rate was $18.58, with Virginia’s average 
hourly rate being $15.94.  For non-certified, non-licensed home health aides, the average hourly rate was 
$17.58, with Virginia’s average hourly rate being $16.43.  For homemaker services, regardless of 
certification or licensing, the average hourly rate was $16.66, with Virginia’s average hourly rate being 
$15.26.  For non-certified, licensed providers, the hourly rates averaged $16.82, with Virginia’s average 
hourly rate being $15.12.  Non-certified and non-licensed providers averaged $16.48 per hour, with 
Virginia’s average hourly rate being $15.39.   
 
These survey results provide valuable information to assist clients and providers in determining long-
term care costs and strategies.
